The program was 
designed to help these children receive 
the best dental care possible. Since its 
inception, children have been treated at Advocate Illinois 
Masonic Medical Center, in Chicago, IL, Medical College 
of Ohio, in Toledo, OH, and Children's Medical Center in 
Dallas, which are National Treatment Centers. Through 
the extension program, a child can be treated in his/her 
community by a local dentist and/or hospital. The parents 
select the dentist of their choice, and our program works 
directly with the dental office to process the claim and 
issue payment.
